Mud Days

With the warmer days becoming more regular don't forget that Fridays are Mud Days.  This does depend on the weather on the day.  The children are allowed to carry buckets of water into the sandpit and build dams, rivers, make mud pies and generally have a great deal of fun. 

Please ensure that your little one wears old clothes to school on Fridays and remember to pack another set of clothes, in a plastic bag, to change into once mud play is over.

Outreach to nursery schools
Over the past two years we have spent some time helping teachers and children at Mohau Pre-Primary which is in a squatter camp just beyond Garden World.  About 60 children ranging in age from 6 weeks to 6 years attend the school which was originally housed in 2 large containers.  They now have 2 wooden classrooms and we are trying to get to a stage where we can register the school. This is difficult as there is still no water or electricity! The children at both of these schools are looking much healthier than when they were first brought to our attention, despite food being in very short supply.

An important aspect of Christmas that we try to instill in our little ones is that of "giving" rather than receiving. To this end, Father Christmas will collect presents from the children at Northcliff Nursery School to take to these children who are less privileged.  I will let you know closer to the time what presents we would like for these children.  These presents will be given to Father Christmas at our “Carols by Torchlight” on Tuesday 30th November.
At the end of the year I would like (on behalf of the families at Northcliff Nursery School) to be able to give the families with children at these schools some basic food items for Christmas. Perhaps you could put some of these items in your trolley when doing your shopping and place them in a shopping bag to hand in at my office.  If each family could donate 2.5 kg mealie meal, 2 tins of pilchards and 2 tins of baked beans it would be so appreciated by these families.  By starting early over the next few weeks I hope the burden will not be too much.  
Should anyone like to go and visit the school please contact me.  I’d love to take you there and introduce you to the staff and children.  I think you would be shocked yet uplifted at the resilience of the human spirit in very squalid conditions.
Holiday care
